CLEANING
COINS

few tips on cleaning those dirty
coins. But a word of warning.
if you have a goodie. . .don’t
fool around. Take it to an ex-
pert for cleaning. For the run
of the mill coins try the follow-
ing: sometimes soap and water
will do wonders, don’t use abra-
sive soap or steel wool. Corroded
pennies can be embedded 1in
a potatoe, the starch eats away
most of the corrosion. A dip in
Worcestershire satice for a few
days followed by a couple days
in olive o1l will complete the
process. Another good coin clean-
ing liquid is a rug cleaner by the
name of ZIF but don’t let it
soak over 30 minutes, rinse the
coin in cold water and remove
the goop with a soft rag.
